SPECIAL INTENSIVE REVISION BEGINS

Chief Electoral Officer, Goa has informed that, as per Article 326, Indian citizens,
above 18 years and ordinary residents of the constituency are eligible to become
electors. Special intensive Revision (SIR) has already started successfully in Goa for
verifying the eligibility of each elector with full participation of all Political Parties.

There are 1725 Booth Level Officers (BLOs) in place for all the parts. More than
843 volunteers will be assisting the electors, particularly the old, sick, Persons with
Disabilities (PwD), poor and other vulnerable groups during the SIR.

BLO will visit house to house and distribute partially filled Enumeration Forms
in (duplicate) to each existing elector. Electors will have to fill the form. The BLO
will assist electors in verifying and mapping their electoral details with the 2002 SIR
records. Electors will have to submit filled Enumeration forms to the BLO and obtain
receipt on the second one as a copy for oneself.

Recognised National and State Political Parties have appointed 1321 Booth Level
Agents (BLAs). They can still appoint more BLASs to help in the process of SIR. Door
to Door distribution of the Enumeration Forms (EF) for all the existing 11,85,034
electors of Goa has already started in each of the 40 Assembly Constituencies of Goa.
On the first day today till 4 pm, 62935 numbers of Enumeration Forms have been
distributed to these electors by the BLOs. All activities relating to SIR are progressing
well as per schedule.
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
