(Goa Act No. 14 of 1995) [29-7-1995]

to provide for the establishment, maintenance and dcvclopmcmof .
public libraries in the State of Goa and for matters (mmllary
thereto.

Be il enacted by the Legislative Assembly of Goa in the Forly
fourlh year of the Republic of India as foliows:—

' 1. Shortiitle, extent and commencem.enr.— (1) This Act may
be cal_lcd the Goa Public Librarics Act, 199-3.

) It extends to the whole of the Statc of Goa.

(3) Itshall come into force on such date as the State Govern-
ment may, by notification, in the Official Gazette appoint.

2. Definitions— In this Act, unless the context otherwise
rcquirc.s. —

(a) “Aided Library” means a public library run by private
initiative, receiving State Governinent assistance as per
existing rules;

' {b) “Council” means the State Library Council constifuted
under sub-section (1) of section 4;

(c) “documcnt” means embodied thought, i. e. record of
work on paper or other material, fit for physical handling,
transport across space, and preservation through time, and
includes the following conventional and non- conventional
thought embodiments: printed books, manuscripts, braille
stenographs, music in notation, ciphers (where graphic is pho-
nctic symbols), drawing pictures, maps, microfilms, micro-
cards, micro-fiche, cassettes, audio-visual documents, floppy
discs. (non—book matgrial) NCWSPApOrs, periodicals and other
serial documents
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(d) “book” Includes—

(i) cvery volume, part or division of avelume, docunient
be it a printed work or a manuscript or a micro-film, ora
videofandio casselte or a photograph or & compact disc;

(i) every sheet of music, chart orp!an separately printed
or lithographed;

(iit) newspapers, periodicals and other such materials.

(e) " “book service™ mcans reference service, lending out
books to members of public libraries, helping groups with
books, helping people to know the whereabouts of a book or
books and helping them to procure the books they need.

() “Departmental Library” means a'fibrary maintained by
a Department of the Government;

{g) “Government” means the Government of the Statc of
Goa;

{h) “Public Library” means a library, which permits mem-
bers of the public to vse it for reference or borrowing without
charging {ce or subscription;

(i) “relerence service” means assistance from the library
staff to the reader or user of the library to enable him to know,
locate and consult books and other materials and Lo secure from
such books and materials information refevant to this purpose;

() “Statc” means the State of Goa;

(k) “Year” means the financial year,

3. Establishment of Library Service— (1) The Government
shall cstab]ish ‘maintain and develop Library Scrvice in the State.

2) For carrying out the purposc of sub- sccnon (1) thc Govcm—
ment may

{(a) promote reading habit and the use of books for the benefit
of the people;

(b) offer in its Public Library an adequate book, and refer-
£nce service;

(c}acquirc for its Public Library sufficient number of books;

(d) establish and sponsor organisations and institutions with

a view to promote public interest and participation in the Public
" Library;

{c) give adeqmtc I1brary service to all Government Depart-
ments and Offices subordinatc or attached to these Depart-
menis;

(0 provide library training lacilities to ensure adequately
trained personnel for librarics in the Statc;

(£) provide or secure suitable conditions of service for the
library personnel in the Statc;

(h) promote co-operation belween thé public libraries and
cultural and educational Institutions;

(1} promote production and publication of useful litcmlurc; .

{j) strengthen and start the Librarics like prison hbranes,
hoqpual libraries for patients and home delivery libraries;

(k) promote mobile libraries, audio hbranes for blind and
special librariés for hearing impaired, text-book library, chil-
dren library computerization, micro-filming of rare docu-
ments;

() make special efforts to create the Iove for books in the
masses and specially in children and the youth;

{m) promoic the practice of adoption of libraries by the
public undestakings sectors like Banks;

{n) make compulsory enrclment of every student in the
Public Libraries on reaching standard eighth.

(0) compulsorily require to produce enrolment/membership
certificate of the Public Librarics by the unemployed youth
during the registration in the Employment Exchange for those
jobs where litcracy is required.
